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Saint Andrew Bobola, Priest and Martyr 

Andrew Bobola (1591-1657) was born in Poland. In 1611 he entered the Jesuit novitiate in 
Vilnius, was ordained a priest in 1622, and then appointed to parishes in Nesvizh and 
Vilnius. In 1630 he was transferred to Bobruisk, a stronghold of Cossacks who persecuted 
Catholics. In 1657 he was captured and subjected to the most appalling tortures ever 
recorded of a martyr. Bobola’s battered corpse was interred in the cellar of the Jesuit church 
at Pinsk and discovered incorrupt forty-five years later. In 2002 Bobola was declared Patron 
Saint of Poland and of Warsaw archdiocese.
