— Joseph Imbert and John
Nicolas Cordier were victims of the violence during the Reign of Terror, when they refused
to sign the oath. — Thomas Sitjar and ten other Jesuits, who worked clandestinely after the
Society of Jesus was exiled from Spain in 1932, were captured and martyred at the start of
the Spanish Civil War.
