Born in Servieres in France, Peter Dichamps entered the Society in 1874. By 
1886 he was at St Aidan’s and the following year was rector at Dunbrody where 
he taught philosophy. His community had four priests, three theologians 
nineteen philosophers and ten brothers. When Dunbrody was closed as a
