He appears to have kept much to himself and only
had dealings with ‘outsiders’ if they were
connections with the college. He did not like his
photo being taken and he suffered from ‘scruples’
that bane of religious life in an earlier age. Though
strict, he had cordial relations with the students and
like to watch their rugby and cricket matches.

He spent the long vacations at Empandeni and Chikuni which indicates his
desire to be in touch with the other side of the mission’s work.
